Plans are required for all building types and shall be prepared by or under the direct supervision of an architect or engineer licensed 

pursuant to Act N. 299 of the Public Acts of 1980, as amended, and shall bear that architect’s or engineer’s signature and seal, except: 
When the electrical system rating does not exceed 400 amps and the building is not over 3,500 square feet in area. 
Work completed by a governmental subdivision or state agency costing less than $15,000.00. 

PLANS MUST BE SUBMITTED BEFORE A PERMIT CAN BE ISSUED. 

GENERAL: Electrical work shall not be started until the application for permit been filed. All installations shall be in  

conformance with the State Electrical Code.   No work shall be concealed until it has been inspected. 
The telephone number for the office will be provided on the permit form.  When ready for an inspection, call the office  

providing as much advance notice as possible (minimum of 24 hrs.).  The office will need the job address, jurisdiction, and 

permit number. All inspections required over and above the number paid for on the permit will be billed to the applicant. 

EXPIRATION OF PERMIT:  A permit remains valid as long as work is progressing and inspections are requested and  

conducted.  A permit shall become invalid if the authorized work is not commenced within six months after issuance of the 

permit or if the authorized work is suspended or abandoned for a period of six months after the time of commencing the work.  

A permit will be cancelled when no inspections are requested and conducted within six months of the date of issuance 

or the date of a previous inspection.  Cancelled permits cannot be refunded. 

WHERE TO SUBMIT APPLICATION:  Michigan Township Services, SW is responsible for code inspections in units of 

government throughout Southwest Michigan that have their own local program. Permit applications for municipalities  

serviced by Michigan Township Services, SW should be sent to the address on the front of this application.  If you are not sure 

whether a State permit or a local permit is appropriate, contact our office or your local municipal office (township, village, 

city, etc.).
